The RSPB is planning to open further paths and trails at The Lodge and install signs, interpretation boards and benches along these trails.  It will extend the trail network to approximately 8km and open up areas around Sandy Warren (leading to and from Galley Hill iron age hill fort) and around the wood and field west of the oil depot.

It is applying for grant funding from WREN to carry out this work and has asked that the Town Council consider providing the charity with a letter of support which could be used to accompany the application.

5.  Central Bedfordshire East Multi-Agency Meetings 

I have been attending meetings of this newly formed group which meets in the Youth Centre at Sandye Place School.  Other participants have been from the Youth Service, the Education Welfare Service, Connexions, Forest Schools and Bedfordshire Police.

The main topics of discussion have been tackling anti-social behaviour and breaking down barriers between old and young.  The group is planning to hold a roadshow in November (3rd – 7th) involving a community bus to spread the message of respect for one another and the community and environment we live in.  The bus will attend five towns in east central Bedfordshire and be based in the morning at the local Upper School and in the afternoon at a local supermarket, Sandy would be the first port of call.

As part of the day the group would like to purchase a licence to use a resource called “Get a life” which has been used successfully in similar situations in Suffolk.  It introduces values of communication, self-awareness and respect.

The group is now requesting the support of Members of Town Council, and would appreciate the help of one or two on the day of the roadshow or before if anyone was able to attend planning meetings.  It is also asking for a measure of financial support: the licence costs £2,000 for the two areas it would be used in and the group is asking whether Sandy Town Council could provide £250 of that cost the balance being provided by the other agencies involved.  

It may well be possible for the event to be used as one of the piggyback activities connected to the local plan talked about by Jemma McDonald and Zoe Ashby at the meeting on 21st July.

6. Consultation on possible revisions to East Beds Bus Network

Bedfordshire County Council is considering making the following revisions to the East Beds Dart timetable.  They have asked for Town Council’s comments on the revisions:
· New journey from Biggleswade to Potton and Gamlingay at 11:30, providing useful late-morning journey back to Sutton (otherwise a 4-hour gap in service).  The journey continues to Wrestlingworth, providing part of a new link between Wrestlingworth and Potton. 
· Route E4 journeys leaving Biggleswade at 09:50, 13:30 and 15:30 will continue from Dunton, Eyeworth and Wrestlingworth to Potton, providing a useful link for people with doctors' appointments etc.  Return Journeys to Wrestlingworth, Eyeworth and Dunton leave Potton at 10:28, 12:05, 14:08 and 16:08. 
· The direct 11:30 Biggleswade to Wrestlingworth journey is withdrawn, due to lack of patronage.   It will still be possible to travel from Biggleswade to Wrestlingworth, Dunton and Eyeworth at this time, but the bus will operate in a loop via Potton and Gamlingay, at double the present journey time. 
· The buses from Sandy to Gamlingay at 10:25 and from Gamlingay to Sandy at 10:55 are withdrawn.  Our survey showed that only one person used this bus, from Sandy to Everton.  This trip could have been made on service E2 at 10:55.  In order to provide these two journeys, a bus needs to be brought out from Bedford, which is not the best use of resources.
