2. Purchase of Leaf Blower
Under Financial Regulation paragraph 15, the Mayor, together with the Deputy Mayor and Clerk authorised the expenditure of £344.00 from the contingency amount.  This was in order to replace a broken leaf blower, which was urgently needed.

3. Request from Village Hall
A request for a grant of £1,000 has been received from the Village Hall Committee (Copy of application attached).  This is in order to provide partner funding (together with Mid Beds) in a bid for a grant of £100,000 which they have been promised by Lafarge Aggregates. 
Some Members may recall authorising a grant of £500 towards renovation work last year.  If the Lafarge bid is successful this smaller amount will not be needed, if it is unsuccessful the £500 grant will stand.

6.  Confident Communities Fund

A balance of £14,500 is available to spend in the Confident Communities Fund. At the last meeting of Council it was requested that Mr Hopkins from Aragon Housing Association be contacted to find out if the funds could be utilised in any way on the Engayne Avenue Estate.  Mr Hopkins is keen that the funding is used to purchase a Mobile 3g CCTV camera for use in various locations around the estate in order to deal with the problems caused by nuisance youths. Aragon Housing would undertake to pay for any ongoing maintenance of the camera.

The cost of this would be around £11,000, leaving a balance of around £3,500 which could perhaps be spent on tree pruning (the possibility of doing this is still being explored).

Following their visit to the CCTV control room Members may also wish to consider again the suggestion that the camera at Bedford road Recreation Ground be moved to allow for greater coverage of the area.  This could be done at a cost of £9,101.33.
