7. Five year plan for the Council

Progress has been made in the following areas of the Five Year Plan:

(a) Sports facilities – The Deputy Clerk wrote to the Headteacher of Sandye Place School enquiring whether or not the swimming pool was in a working condition and if so whether the school would support a new swimming scheme for the community using the pool.


Mr Teague replied by telephone that the pool was working and that he would support a community swimming scheme and thought that it would also have the support of the school governors.

(b) Additional Play areas – the Deputy Clerk received a reply from Ms Lisa White, Mid Beds Play Officer to her enquiry about play facilities in Sandy.

(c) Tourist Information Centre – Plans have now been sent to Mid Beds District Council for consideration for Planning consent.

(d) Bus shelter – the new shelter in the Market Square will be installed on 21st September, with the present shelter there being moved to Bedford Road on the same date.
(e) Police Community Support Officers – a meeting has been arranged with Inspector Maries, the Beat Manager and the PCSOs together with the Clerk, the Mayor, Cllr Blaine and Cllr Sharman, to discuss targets and working arrangements for the PCSOs.  This is to take place on 5th October.

8. Rent Review – Sandy Football Club
The current 35 year Lease with Sandy Football Club for the use of the Pavilion and Football pitch on Bedford Road Recreation Ground allows for a rent increase in respect of the pitch each year.

The rent for the Pavilion is set at £1.00 per year for the term of the Lease but this Lease does of course also include a number of maintenance responsibilities for the club.  The rent for the pitch is reviewed with effect from 1st September each year. It is to be set at the Principal Rent (i.e. that operative immediately before the review date) plus any increase which is to be in accordance with the Retail Price Index.

The current Principal Rent is £337.00 and the last released R.P.I. figure is 3.3% for July 2006.
