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9. Sunderland Road Pavilion and Secure Storage
The consideration of this item was deferred from Planning, Parks and Open Spaces Committee on 7th January 2008, pending confirmation from the SSLA of the amount of contribution from that organisation towards the costs.  It has now been confirmed that the SSLA will contribute £5,000 towards the costs of renovating/re-building the storage garage where their equipment and electrical gear is stored.
There are three options, costings shown take into account the £5,000 offered by the SSLA:

Option 1 is to increase the size of the garage by 1.5 times to allow for separate storage of the cricket club equipment – this option would cost the Town Council £25,072.28.
Option 2 is converting the present garage into a brick building, costing the Town Council £15,500.

Option 3 is to make cosmetic improvements to the present building, costs are not known but have been estimated in the region of £5,000 to the Town Council.
Committee is asked to consider the options for conversion of the SSLA garage and approve funding for this action should it be necessary.

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11. Planning Obligations Consultation

Members may recall responding to this consultation in August 2007.
Mid Beds District Council has now sent a revised document and is asking for further comments from those who originally made submissions.  This was received by e-mail on Wednesday 23rd February 2008 and is asking for responses by Friday 5th February.  The documentation is over 100 pages long.

In August Committee made the following resolutions:
(a)That the Clerk be requested to respond to the consultation specifically that Sandy Town Council fully supports the references to Sandy needing additional library and health facilities but that the town was also in need of land for Cemetery space.  It would support the allocation of land for this provision rather than monetary gain.

(b) That Members be encouraged to respond to the questionnaire individually.  
The Clerk has examined the revised document in the light of the above comments.  Sandy has not been listed as an area with a particular need for additional Cemetery provision and the Clerk has responded by asking that the town be included in this list.
Members who responded individually should have been contacted direct by Mid Beds District Council but should they wish to see a copy of the documentation this is available in the Town Council offices.
