12.  Bus Shelter Outside No: 102 St Neots Road, Sandy
At the Annual Parish Meetings in 1995 and 1996 requests were made by electors for the provision of a bus shelter on the eastern side of St Neots Road.
Eventually after much debate and with the intervention of the then County Councillor, the County Council agreed to make a contribution to the cost of this if the Town Council would pay the rest and take over future maintenance responsibilities i.e. ownership.
After weeks of prevarication over an agreed site the Police, Fire Authority, Ambulance Service, Town Councillors, the County Councillor and County Council officers all met with Stagecoach and United Counties (the bus provider) on one of their vehicles and traveled up and down St Neots Road attempting to identify a suitable safe site.
The preferred site was in fact in front of a property some two houses to the south of 102 St Neots Road. However when contacted the occupier of that property raised objections to the proposal such that it was never sited there.
The then occupants of 102 St Neots Road when contacted raised no objections hence the present location.
It now appears that 102 has changed hands at least once since 1997 and the current owners of the property have asked that the shelter be moved on the grounds that it is an inconvenience to them, causes access problems to their property, reduces parking outside their property and noise and nuisance.
They have contacted the Local Constituency Member of Parliament to seek his assistance in getting the shelter moved.

Clearly the placing of any bus stop or shelter outside a house can be a very personal matter and therefore even if an alternative site can be identified there is the strong possibility of resistance.  Complete removal would go against the wishes of the electors in 1995 and 1996.

Bedfordshire County Council say that the Town Council is the owner of this shelter and it is therefore the Town Council’s responsibility.  The available evidence supports this.
However, if the Town Council is willing to consider having the shelter moved, the County Council would be willing to co-ordinate this and the consultation with other appropriate bodies and householders.

The County Council would not be willing to meet the whole cost of relocating or re-siting the shelter but it would be willing to make a financial contribution (amount unspecified) subject to the Town Council continuing to accept future full responsibility for the shelter, its maintenance and cleaning.  The cost of removal or relocation of this shelter is not known (or even if it is practical for it to be moved).  

However the cost of a similar new shelter, fitted is:
