9.  BEDFORD ROAD RECREATION GROUND - DEVELOPERS CONTRIBUTION IN LIEU OF PUBLIC OPEN SPACE, ST SWITHUN'S OLD SCHOOL SITE

Members will be aware that in lieu of providing Public Open Space on the former St Swithun's School site the developers were required to make a contribution to improving the facilities on the Bedford Road Recreation Ground.  These contributions were £2520.00 towards children's play space and £4572.00 towards sporting facilities.

The £2520.00 was put towards the cost of the recent improvements on the Play Area at Bedford Road and £2000.00 of the £4752.00 was allowed to count towards the cost and installation of the new ball catching equipment in the play area.  This leaves the sum of £2752.00 available for improvements to the sporting facilities on Bedford Road.

As I understand the position, this funding can only be used to finance improvements to the sporting facilities and not simply the replacement of existing playing or maintenance equipment. Therefore it could not be used for replacing existing goal posts but could be used for providing new goal posts for "general" play use.  It could not be used simply for replacing an existing line marker or mower, but could be used for the purchase of new equipment that would improve the facility.

Whether it could be used in connection with the application of feed or herbicide to the whole playing field has not been tested, but the application purely on to the pitch area which has been let to one club, would not be permitted. Similarly it is not known if M.B.D.C. would consider the resurfacing of the hard play area as something that could be funded from this money, but that may be a possibility.


This report has been prepared at the request of members who may wish to consider how this contribution may best be spent, however it has to be borne in mind that the final approval of the District Council is required for any proposals before they are undertaken.

10.  RENT REVIEW - SANDY FOOTBALL CLUB

The current 35-year Lease with Sandy Football Club for the use of the Pavilion and Football Pitch on Bedford Road Recreation Ground allows for a rent increase in respect of the pitch each year.

The rent for the Pavilion is set at £1.00 per year for the term of the Lease, but this Lease does of course also include a number of maintenance responsibilities for the Club.  The rent for the pitch is reviewed with effect from 1st September each year.  It is to be set at the Principal Rent (i.e. that operative immediately before the review date) plus any increase which is to be in accordance with the Retail Price Index.

The current Principal Rent is £318.00 and the last released R.P.I. figure is +3% for July 2004 (inflation for July was 1.4%).

11.  SANDY CEMETERY REGULATIONS - USE OF WOODEN CROSSES 

The necessary signed written requests under Standing Order Q43 having been lodged, Committee is requested to receive and consider this report.

Some undertakers provide a wooden cross with a brass nameplate on a grave immediately after an interment has taken place, others do not.  This wooden cross is intended to be a temporary marker only (i.e. not a permanent memorial), until such time as the relatives decide if they wish to purchase a permanent memorial stone.  There is no standard size for these crosses but generally in Sandy Cemetery they are, on average, 12 inches high.

Regulations 19,20,22 of the Regulations governing Sandy Cemetery read " Wooden crosses will be permitted only for a period of twelve months after the interment and relatives will be requested to remove them thereafter.  Any such crosses subsequently left will be removed by the Council."

This Regulation was amended in November 1999 so that the period permitted was extended from 6 to 12 months.

There are at this moment in time 6 wooden crosses that are outside the permitted 12-month period and the process for their removal commenced some time ago.

It has to be emphasised that, due to the extreme sensitivity of this issue, the Regulations are actually never enforced exactly on the 12 month Anniversary of the interment, and it may, in reality be some two or three months after the anniversary before the first letter is sent.  Even then if a relative contacts the office to say that a permanent memorial has been, or is about to be ordered, the wooden cross marker would be left in place.

It appears that some members would now like to include in the regulations a maximum size for a wooden cross permitted in Sandy Cemetery and also to further extend the permitted period from 12 months to 24 months.
