The form has been completed and returned and the consultants alerted to its despatch.

In view of the number of issues surrounding open space in the town, e.g. Sandy Football Club, other football needs, allotments and cemeteries it would seem to be essential that Sandy is represented and the Clerk is happy to attend the workshop.
