Sandy Colts FC and Sandy Colts (Girls) FC have written requesting the use of pitches at Sunderland Road for the season 2008/2009. 10. Request for the use of Sunderland Road Recreation Ground on 30th and 31st August 2008 made by Sandy Colts FC and Sandy Colts (Girls) FC.


Sandy Colts FC and Sandy Colts (Girls) FC have submitted their usual application to be allowed to hold a pre-season football tournament on Sunderland Road Recreation Ground on Saturday 30th and Sunday 31st August 2008.  This tournament has been held for a number of years and is a major source of funding for the club.  However, because of an early start to the season the tournament this year clashes with the end of the cricket season.  The club has liaised with Sandy Cricket Club and has reached an amicable arrangement over the use of the recreation ground for that weekend. 
The tournament is one for 7-a-side and 11-a-side teams and because of the number of participants runs over Saturday and most of the day on Sunday.

The Club organises all first aid and rubbish collection facilities themselves and generally have on-site a refreshment caravan, burger stall, ice cream van and tent for administrative purposes.  The tent and caravan will be left on site over Saturday night but will be guarded.  They will use the toilets in the Pavilion but not the Pavilion proper.  All of this is as previously.

11. Emergency work to Council Office Heating
Although not normally a matter which would appear on an agenda before this Committee, this matter is of sufficient urgency that the Mayor has requested that it appears for consideration at this meeting.
Two weeks ago the boiler in the Council Offices broke down completely (it has been causing problems over the past two to three years and has had a number of repairs). The opinion of the contractor called in was that it was no longer cost effective to repair and in view of its age and condition should be replaced.

The cost of this work was estimated at £2,700, outside the remit of the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Clerk to authorise.  However, on the grounds of health and safety and in order to ensure that the office could remain open it was decided that the work must be undertaken.

The boiler was replaced on Monday 10th March 2008.

(Committee is requested to recommend the authorization of the expenditure of £2,700 on the replacement of the boiler – funding could be sourced from either the Capital Account or the Interest on the capital Account).
