A resident of Sandy has contacted Cllr Aldis as Chairman of Planning Parks and Open Spaces, to complain about the unacceptable behavior of Bedford Road Recreation Ground Football spectators. Cllr Aldis as Chairman of Planning Parks and Open Spaces asked for this issue to go on the next agenda.
The resident has a number of complaints against the football club and these are as follows;

· Bad Parking in the Private Road

· People parking cars are rude and threatening when private road signs are pointed out

· Litter and sometimes broken glass left in the Private Road when cars leave

· Players and spectators language during the match and at half time 

· Litter left in the park at the edge of the pitch near Albion Court properties

16. Sandy Enhancement Group
At its meeting on Wednesday 18th March 2008 the Sandy Enhancement Group made two recommendations to go to the next Planning Parks and Open Spaces meeting.
The first concerns a request from Cllr Aldis who enquired whether the Town Council would place planters outside the Council Office entrance doors to enhance the area.

The group also: 

Resolved to Recommend: That planters be placed outside the Council Office entrance doors.
The second is from the Chair of SEG who enquired when the tree outside the Post Office was to be replaced. They
Resolved to Recommend: That the tree outside the Post Office be replaced.

NB The Council have tried to replace the tree, because the rootball is so dense this has not been possible. As an alternative a planter could be located on top of the metal grill. The estimated cost for the supply and delivery of a planter would be £1,200.

17. Central Bedfordshire License Application

An application has been received from Central Bedfordshire Council, Licensing Section. For a variation in the premises license for Gabriels, 7 St Neots Rd, Sandy, SG19 1LB. Variation to the license to extend the following activities Live Music, Recorded Music, Dancing, Late night refreshment and supply of alcohol.
Licensable activities are as follows:
Live music, Recorded Music & Dancing to include outside area only on Sandy Carnival Day from 1200 – 2100.

Extend Late Night Refreshment for take aways and until 0200 Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays prior to Bank Holidays.

Alcohol for either on or off the premises and to extend hours until 0200 Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays prior to Bank Holidays, Sunday until 2330 and Monday – Thursday until 0000.
Extend the opening hours to the public until 30 minutes after finish times of all licensable activities.
Remove the following Conditions that will contradict the varied hours:-

Condition 2 as it is already covered under the Licensing – An adult must accompany children under the age of 16 years. Any children remain the responsibilities of the accompanying adult when using the premises.

Condition 12 – There shall be no admittance or re-admittance to the premises after 2300 hours on any night on which it is open with the exception of smokers returning to the premises following use of a designated smoking area. 
To amend to 2330 Sunday – Thursday and 0030 Fridays and Saturdays.

Condition 13 – There shall be no off sales.

The deadline for returning any licensing objectives is 2nd June 2009.
(Members are requested to decide on whether they want to make representation on one or more of the four licensing objectives: to prevent crime & disorder; public safety; prevent public nuisance and to protect children from harm).
