The Full House Theatre Company is a small local theatre company that provides a 40 minute performance for young people free of charge based around equipped children's play areas.  The company provide its own props, stewards etc and ensure compliance with all Health and Safety and other performance regulations.  They will undertake all publicity and marketing at no cost to the Council.

The current performance is a children's version of 'A Midsummer Nights Dream' designed to appeal to children of early years as well as to make Shakespeare dynamic and entertaining for an age group that are not usually catered for by this type of theatre.  The play equipment is greatly used during the performance to enhance the children's existing idea of fun from drama.

The company had asked to be able to complete a performance in Bedford Road Play Area on Saturday 19th June but unfortunately this was not possible because of the work being undertaken by Wicksteed Leisure.

If the company can be given permission to undertake a performance in Bedford Road either this summer or perhaps next summer, the Clerk will attempt to agree some alternative dates with the company.

13.  HIGHWAYS AGENCY – DECISION RE: REQUESTED ROUNDABOUT/LONGABOUT, JUNCTION NEW ROAD AND ORCHARD ROAD, BEESTON, SANDY

Long serving Members of Sandy Town Council will recall that during the various studies and surveys that have been completed over the last five years regarding the A1, its possible re-routing and various other aspects, the Town Council strongly urged that consideration should be given by the Highways Agency to the possible provision of a roundabout/longabout at the junction of New Road and possibly Orchard Road with the A1.

The Council's comments were presented to the Agency by their consultants and these have now been investigated under a value management study and a consideration for funding.  Members will see from the attached letter that the Agency have now concluded that there was not a case for the continued progress of the scheme on economic grounds.

This particular scheme will not therefore proceed although the Agency accept the safety concerns associated with these junctions and the gaps in the central reserves, will keep the accident record under review and reconsider the matter should the current situation change.
