8. Request from Sandy & District Horticultural Society

A further letter has been received from Sandy & District Horticultural Society with regard to the car boot sale on Bedford Road Recreation Ground. (Copy attached). 
Members will recall that they gave approval for Sandy & District Horticultural Society to hold a car boot sale at Bedford Road Recreation Ground from 7am – 1pm on the 24th May 2009. The Sandy & District Horticultural Society are now requesting provisional approval for the transfer of the car boot sale on the 24th May 2009 if heavy rain, from Bedford Rd Recreation Ground to the Car Park, High Street, Sandy. 
The Sandy & District Horticultural Society are asking if they will be charged for the use of the facilities.

(Members are requested to decide on whether or not they would like to give permission for the car boot sale to transfer if heavy rain and whether they wish to charge for the use of facilities).
9. Allotments

Members will recall that at the Town Council meeting on Monday 5th January 2009 that the decision to not divide 4 or 5 plots should be reconsidered at the next Planning Parks and Open Spaces meeting. 
The Council has 37 plots at Stratford Road varying from 4 poles (1 pole = 25.3m2) to 10 poles with the majority of the plots being 5 poles (126.5m2).

The allotment waiting list has now reached eighty households.

When a vacant allotment plot becomes available should the plot be split in half and two households be offered an allotment plot of 2 or 2.5 poles (50.6m2 or 63.25m2), rather than one household of 4 or 5 poles (101.2m2 or 126.5m2).

(Members are requested to instruct on whether to reduce the size of the allotment plots from 4 or 5 poles to 2 or 2.5 poles).

11. Robert Peel Lower School Travel Plan
Members will recall that a request from Robert Peel Lower School for the Travel Plan was discussed at the Planning Parks and Open Spaces Meeting on the 22nd September 2008 and that Members gave support to the Travel plan.  
The School has now produced the travel plan (Copy attached). They have requested to meet with a representative of the Council.
(Members are requested to decide on whether to appoint a representative to meet with the School).
12. Maple Tree Lower School 20mph Zone
A request has been received for a 20mph Zone to be introduced near Maple Tree Lower School.
For a 20mph Zone to be considered by the County Council a request form has to be completed by the Town Council (Copy attached). Should the Council wish to go ahead with the request it must relate the application to the objectives in the Local Transport Plan and say how it contributes towards this.
Members may wish to consider the following:

That there is a number of speed humps in the area to encourage drivers to drive slowly.

That the Police only have the power to issue speeding tickets to drivers exceeding the 30mph speed limit and not a 20mph speed limit.

Which area around Maple Tree Lower School should be covered by the 20mph Zone.  
(Members are requested to instruct as to whether or not it would like to apply for a 20mph Zone near Maple Tree Lower School). 
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
