The annual Action for Market Towns Convention is to take place in Newmarket on Wednesday 26th and Thursday 27th September 2007 at Tattersalls sale ring in Newmarket.  (A copy of the programme is attached)

4)  Request for contribution to replacement of Cricket Practice Facility for Sandy Cricket Club
At present there is a cricket practice area on Sunderland Road Recreation Ground.  This stands where the new Pavilion is to be sited and the Town Council has previously acknowledged this fact and pledged £7,500 towards the re-siting of this facility in another part of the ground.
Sandy Cricket Club has been liaising with the Upper School who were also interested in the provision of practice facilities for cricket.  Mr Brooker the School Business Manager has now written giving details of the planned project.  This will provide a three bay net facility at the school rather than replacing the single bay at present on Sunderland Road.  The use of the facility would be freely available to the cricket club and to other community users for a fee.

9.  Town Clerk’s Report (Contd)
The cost of this area will be £27,265 and the school and cricket club have requested that the Town Council contribute a third of this amount (£9088.00) with the rest being made up by the school and the cricket club. 
There is no doubt that the proposed facility is of a much higher specification than could be provided by the Town Council on the Sunderland Road Recreation Ground.  It will almost certainly be less vulnerable to damage from vandalism on the school site.  The facility will belong to the school rather than the Council, although Members may consider that this is a positive step towards the increasing use of the whole complex at Sunderland Road and the school being used for the benefit of the community.
(Members are requested to consider whether or not the Town Council should contribute a further £1588.00 towards the cost of this facility and if so the source of the funding).
