6. Rectory Court – Stopping Up

The Town Council has been contacted with regard to Stopping Up of a section of highway in Rectory Court, Sandy. (Copy of correspondence attached) 
The footway between Rectory Court and the High Street is classified as public highway and is used by a great number of people during the day.

The applicant (Rectory Court Sandy Ltd) is required to consult with Town Council about the stopping up of the highway in Rectory Court.
A stopping up order may be made to close a road and/or footway for redevelopment purposes, providing certain planning permissions have been granted. Once a stopping up order is made, the carriageway and/or footway concerned ceases to be public highway and may be built upon.
The section of highway that Rectory Court Sandy Ltd would like stopping up is indicated pink on the attached plan and is a footway link between the highway road in Rectory Court to the highway footway on the High Street.

As indicated in the letter from the Chairman of the Rectory Court (Sandy) Ltd, they would like to install wrought iron gates to close off public access between Rectory Court and the High Street.

In addition to the footway being unavailable to be used by the public, streetlight 2a which is a Central Bedfordshire Council streetlight is located halfway along the stopping up area would no longer be on the public highway and as such would no longer be necessary for the lighting of the public highway.

Members are asked to consider whether they approve of the stopping up of the footway in Rectory Court. 

7. The Limes

The Town Council has been contacted about selling ownership of land at the rear of 5 Lime Avenue, Beeston, Sandy. (Copy of correspondence attached)
Members may recall that they adopted the play area and open space off Lime Avenue in October 2008 from Fairview New Homes.
If the Town Council agreed to the sale of the land directly behind 5 Lime Avenue, the Town Council would need to gain the approval of estate registered under title number BD214333 or any other titles numbers from time to time contained within the estate. At this stage the ownership of the estate registered under title number BD214333 is not known though it is likely that this is the Residents Management Company as indicated in the letter from Mr Elstone.
Mr Elstone has stated in his letter that he would pay the legal fees and pay a nominal fee for the land.

If the Town Council sold the land behind 5 Lime Avenue this could cause a problem that some of the land would be inaccessible and in addition it may set a precedent for the selling of land behind the other properties in Lime Avenue and Ash Close.
Members are asked to consider whether they would approve the selling of the piece of land behind 5 Lime Avenue. 

8. Ice Cream Van

Members may recall that an ice cream van has been located on Bedford Road Recreation Ground on various occasions in 2010 and 2011.
The request from Country Boy Company which operated an ice cream van in the Bedford Road Recreation Ground between April and October. They would like to operate again this year on weekends, bank holidays and school holidays.
They were charged the following in 2011 £7.75 plus VAT per day for normal weekends and school holidays and £8.50 per day for Bank Holidays.

During the two years there have been no reported issues with the attendance of the van at the site.

Members are asked if they would an ice cream van to be located on Bedford Road Recreation ground and to also confirm the fees to be charged. 

9. Section 106

Members may recall that at the Planning, Parks and Open Spaces meeting on the 28th November 2011, it was resolved: (a) That a quotation be obtained to replace the safety surfacing under the Rotaweb in Bedford Road Recreation Ground.
An initial quotation has been obtained for the following to overlay the existing wet pour surface with 20mm thick black EDPM (ethylene propylene diene monomer) wet pour rubber with full colour EDPM wear pad on the rota-web. The cost is £1,665.00 plus vat.
Members may also recall that the following Section 106 agreement has to be spent by 16 Feb 2012.

From discussion with an officer at Central Bedfordshire Council, they have advised that an application for the safety surfacing can be made.

£3,375 - £1,665 (if members recommend the safety surfacing) will still leave £1,710 unspent.
Members may like to consider a number of other items for Bedford Road Recreation Ground (Members are advised that the Section 106 agreement LAND R/O CONSERVATIVE CLUB - CHILDREN’S PLAY can only be spent on items that will directly benefit the play facility at Bedford Road Recreation Ground).

From a further discussion with an officer at Central Bedfordshire Council, they have advised that an application to use the monies from this Section 106 agreement can be made for any of the following, 
1. Benches in Bedford Rd Rec

2. Litter Bins in Bedford Rd Rec

3. Trees in Bedford Rd Rec

4. Signage in Bedford Rd Rec
