12. Fun Fair

A letter has been received from H Harris Amusements requesting to be allowed to hold a fun fair on the Sunderland Road Recreation or if this is not agreed the Pinnacle field arriving on Sunday 20th May 2012 (operational days Wednesday 23rd – Saturday 26th May) (Copy of letter attached).  Members may recall that they given permission for the Pinnacle field to be used by H Harris Amusements for the last two years.

Member may recall that they have given permission for Pinders Circus to use Sunderland Road Recreation Ground from the Monday 14th May 2012 until Wednesday 16th May 2012.
Mr Harris would like to use Sunderland Road Recreation Ground instead of the Pinnacle as vehicular access to the Pinnacle field is very tight for the lorries and caravans and with no street lighting in the near vicinity of the Pinnacle field to assist the public in arriving and leaving.

Mr Jonathan Pym has been contacted in order to get the opinion of the landowner of the Pinnacle field and he responded with “Hooray for H Harris & Sons! Yes, I think this always a good idea. Let's hope the sun shines.”
Mr Richard Lawrence has also been contacted in order to get the opinion of the BRCC about the use of the Pinnacle field and a response is awaited, members may recall that last year he responded with the following “I'd prefer it if it didn't happen but if it must please get a deposit of a suitably large amount to put right any damage and an agreement that the site is left as found and secure afterwards (also agree a leaving date and time after which they are no longer allowed on site).”
Members may recall for last year that they set a charge of £100 for each operational day, a total of £400. It was also requested that a deposit of £500 against the likelihood of damage occurring to the field was provided.

(Members are requested to decide whether or not they would like to give permission for the fun fair to be located at Sunderland Road Recreation Ground or as an alternative to decide whether or not they would like to give permission for the fun fair to be located at the Pinnacle field, the amount to charge and any conditions they would like to impose).

13. Preen Community Challenge

Preen is a “not for profit” social company which collects and sells household items to the public. Those residents in most need pay much reduced prices. They currently have stores in Dunstable and Biggleswade.

To generate more interest in their services and to promote the idea of reusing items they have been supported by Defra to run a Community Challenge Scheme. This project asks each Town & Parish to promote Preen in its area by encouraging residents to donate items which can be reused and buying from the store.
By attending the Launch Event, completing a questionnaire, displaying banners putting up posters and donating items points can be collected by the Town. And points mean prizes! Further details about the Preen Community Challenge are attached.
Preen are keen to attend community events like the Sandy Carnival or the Farmers’ Market to tell people about what they have to offer. They have the capacity to equip an entire house from a 3 piece suite to a toilet brush.
It is hoped to have a representative of the organisation to give a short presentation about the scheme and persuade members that the Town Council should be actively involved.
(Members are asked to consider the presentation / report and give approval for a member to be the named as contact for the scheme, agree to banners being displayed in appropriate places around the Town and having a stall at the Farmers’ Markets without charge.)
14. Town Team

The Town Council has been contacted by the Town Team about holding a car boot sale in the Town Council car park on the 1st Saturday of every month on the same day as the Farmers Market. They would like to hold the 1st car boot on Saturday 7th April 2012. 
Written correspondence is awaited from the Town Team and will be made available to members before the meeting.
(Members are asked to consider whether they would like to give permission for a car boot sale on the 1st Saturday of every month.)
